What is a hate incident?

Any incident which is perceived to be racist or homophobic by
the victim or any other person.

This may include any animosity to someone because of their
sexuality, or which is racially motivated because of their race,
nationality, colour or ethnic heritage.

A hate incident can be:
Visual - leaflets, letters, posters
Physical - hitting, kicking, spitting, threats, assault

Verbal - abuse, harassment
Property - graffiti, damage and theft.
